4. Contents of the Program (tentative)

(1) Lectures on the Japanese language, and social
and cultural aspects of Japan

(2) Experience of Japanese culture

(3) Visit to cultural facilities and
historical sites, etc.

(4) Home visit

5 Eligibility
Applicants must meet all of the following
requirements:

(1) Are studying or have finished studying the
Japanese-language at overseas educational
organizations such as universities

(2) As a rule, have achieved superior marks in
completion of the basic level (more than 300
class hours), have achieved more than 50 points
in the First Phase Test, or have attained more
than Level N4 of the Japanese-Language
Proficiency Test or Level 3 of the old JLPT
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(3) Able to take part in the entire program.

(4) Are currently not Japanese-|anguage teachers

(5) Do not have a job offer to be employed as a
Japanese-language teacher at the time of
application.

(6) Arenot a staff member of the Japanese embassies
or consulates.

(7) Are between the ages of 18 and 54 at the starting
day of the program. If the nominee is under 20
years of age, the consent of a parent or
guardian is required.

(8) Have not stayed in Japan for more than seven
consecutive days in the last five years at the
starting day of the program.

(9) Are in good physical and mental health.

(10) Have not received compulsory education in Japan
more than three years

(11) Are not scheduled to come to Japan for study or
language training except under this program by
the end of March, 2018.

(12) Have the nationality of a country which has
diplomatic relations with Japan, and have the
national ity or permanent residency of a country
where the relevant Japan Foundation overseas
office or Japanese embassy or consulate is
|ocated.

6. Expenses, Allowances and Facilities to be

provided by the Institute

The Institute will bear the expenses, or will

provide the participants with allowances and

facilities, as stipulated in the following
articles:
(1) Air Ticket

The Institute will provide them with

round-trip airline tickets (discount economy
class) between the airport nearest from their
residence and the Kansai International Airport
(Osaka,

Japan) by the most reasonable or

The ticket will be sent to them by e-mail and
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the purchased tickets should not be abandoned
The Institute is not able to reimburse them for
the cost of any ticket purchased by themse|ves.

Inprinciple, concerning the trips both to and
from Japan, the route cannot be changed to suit
personal requests.

The provided ticket cannot be refunded. If
there will be any trouble and you cannot board
on the flight provided by the Institute, please
contact the airline counter, the Institute or
the officer in charge in your country to ask for
cancellation or change of the flight. In case
of No-Show, you need to pay the airfare for the
Institute.

You cannot visit other countries for any
private purpose when you return to your own
countries.

If the flight schedule arranged by the
Institute makes it necessary for them to arrive
in Japan ear|ier than the starting day of the
official programperiod, or to leave Japan |ater
than the last day of the period, the Institute
will provide them with accommodations and meals
in accordance with the regulations of the

Institute for these additional days in Japan.

(2) Airport Tax and Foreign Travel Tax

If the participants pay any airport tax or
foreign travel tax on their trips to Japan, the
Institute will pay them the cost of such taxes
after their arrival at the Institute, in
exchange of the receipts. However, the
Institute will not pay the cost of their

passports and visas.

(3) Accommodations

Dur ing the period of the program, a single room
in the Institute will be provided for each
participant for free of charge. While they are
away from the Institute on trips arranged by the
Institute, accommodations will be provided by
the Institute. In the case of field trips, they

may be required to share a room. They are not
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allowed to stay out of the Institute on

weekdays.
(4) Meals
During the period of the program, meals and
al lowances for meals will be provided as
follows

Participants can take breakfast, lunch and

dinner at the cafeteria inside the Institute

The Institute will provide participants with
meal allowances of 3, 000 yen for each day, 40%
of the meal allowances will be given to them in
cash money, while the remaining 60% will be
given to them in the form of a prepaid card that
can be used only in the cafeteria inside the
Institute.  Note that the Institute will not
reimburse them by cash for any unused points of
the prepaid card. Whenmeals are arranged by the
Institute during site visits, trips, or
parties, the meal allowances will not be given
accordingly. The cash allowances will be paid

to them at the orientation of the program

(5) A set amount of in-kind allowances necessary

for the participation in the program such as

public transportation ticketswill be provided.

(6) Overseas Travel [nsurance

The participants will be insured with an
overseas travel insurance policy during the
period of the program. The detailed coverage
conditions are defined in the contract between

the insurance company and the Institute.
